The player with the best gross score to hold the COULTHARD CUP for one year. The Best Stableford
to be awarded, 1°' 2™, 3" prizes.

Players who are 65 years plus, may play for the Veterans prize.
Where possible competitors will not be drawn will fellow club members.

In the event of a tie, the result shall be determined by a count back over the last 9, 6, 3, 1 holes, followed
by the first 9.

No competitor may take more than one prize.
Handicap certificates may be requested.

All disputes and matters arising in connection with the competition will be referred to the Executive
Committee, whose decision is final.

The Executive Committee reserves the right to alter or amend the rules.
